Their social media posts looked like
they came from a NGN 5 million branding agency.

Three months later, Funmi had not only won back her original client but doubled her rates. She was booking
consultation calls with entrepreneurs in Victoria Island willing to pay premium prices for what they now saw as
"professional, world-class design work." Her secret? She had mastered Canva in a way most Nigerian
entrepreneurs never even consider possible.
